Director’s Note:Director’s Note:

Much Ado About Nothing is  one of Shakespeare’s
most popular comedies,  and my absolute personal
favorite.  While technically a comedy (it  ends in a
wedding, or two, after all)  the narrative dips into

some murkier themes along the way, such as:
wherein does a woman’s value really lay? in her

virtue? in the connections she can bring to her
prospective husband? in her wealth? And when her
‘value’  is  so easily str ipped away through a well-

placed word in the wrong (or r ight) ear,  what does
it  take to clear her name? How ethical  is  it  that

everyone seems to tread so carelessly with truth and
fict ion, gossip and slander,  in the name of

entertainment? And are we so different today? 

Shakespeare is  a great feminist.  Some of his best
characters are the women he wrote who challenged

the norms of their  day and refused to be
pigeonholed where their  parents/guardians/menfolk
placed them. Beatrice is  my hero and could be said
to set the example for many other famous l iterary

women who followed her,  especially including:
El izabeth Bennett,  Emma Woodhouse,  Lady

Whistledown, etc.

Much Ado translates so well  to other t ime periods
because the themes and portrayals of human nature
are so true and sti l l  so recognizable:  the sassy funny

friend, the innocent sweetheart,  the dashing and
manly heroes,  even the bitter and conniving

spoilsport who just wants to ruin everyone’s fun. We
all  know people l ike these! 

As you prepare to watch and enjoy our production,
we ask that you sit  back, suspend your disbelief,
cheer for the good guy, and boo the vil lain--she

deserves it .  But mostly we hope that you just have
fun, because these guys are pretty great 😊
